D. Resolution No. 11-R-49 / Award Contract for Backhoe Loader Replacement 
 
Mayor Tom Rooney read the background on this Resolution. 
 
Alderman Larsen made a motion to adopt the Resolution; it has been moved and seconded to adopt the 
Resolution 
 
Alderman Judd:  We’ve got two backhoes, correct, a 1988 and 2000 – approximately how many hours 
are on the 2000 unit 
 
Fred Vogt:  I don’t currently have that information; I’ll have to get that for you 
 
Alderman Judd:  I’m a proponent of used equipment, when necessary and when it’s cheaper. I have to 
say that I kind of disagree with this stipulation you put in for the used unit which is less than 3 years old 
and less than 750 operating hours.  This unit that we have is 23 years old and has 10,000 hours on it, so 
to basically say we have to buy something that is a demo, just seems a little out of character for what I 
was hoping for, which is that we would actually look for something that might be 5 years old with 1500 
hours on it, that would be substantially cheaper.  Basically you didn’t receive any which tells me most 
people don’t unload them that quickly and I think with the number of companies out of business, or 
going out of business, if we were to expand that, we could probably find some savings, so when I drop 
110,000 or 100,000 buying something I’m not super interested until I look at, 90,000 actually, all 
avenues as to what we can actually do, so I will not support this the way it is.  If there is any interest to 
go back and look at it for a 5 year old and 1500 hours, I think that is something we should do, but the 
way it is now I won’t support it. 
 
Fred Vogt:  We did look at and pursued the online services and the like used equipment of any capacity.  
What is presented here is what we set up in terms of the advertising and the specifications for those 
limitations.  Staff felt that if we looked beyond a 3 year old machine we would just be revisiting this 
matter at a quicker pace in terms of age of equipment and number of hours.  We did make the effort to 
go far beyond this in terms of other alternatives for used equipment and were not successful in finding 
anything. 
 
Alderman Judd:  I’d make the argument that you got a 23 year old machine, now you’re saying that you 
can’t get one over 3 years old.  When I have a car that is a 2003, I don’t go out and say I can only buy a 
2010.  I say what can I get as a reasonable car at a reasonable price that takes care of what I need done 
and you look at the equipment, and you say yes, there can be a 2000 car that has 10,000 miles and it’s 
absolute garbage, it’s been beat to death, you can have a 2007 car that has 50,000 miles that is in much 
better shape.  So just saying that because it is 3 years old and 750 hours that you make a condition that it 
would likely be over use and not likely in good condition, you obviously have taken good care of the 
piece of equipment that we have because it lasted 23 years, so I don’t buy that argument and that’s why I 
won’t support it. 
 
Alderman Buske:  Alderman Larsen and I are on that Committee.  I looked at the phases on what was 
being traded in, what the City needs from that point, these backhoes are what we’re doing, basically with 
the backhoes, the majority of the work is doing the sewer work, broken watermains and things of this 
nature.  The price on the unit seems fair, it sounds like a lot of money, but if you’re in that business it’s a 
fair price.  Yes, it is possible to go out and find other units, used units, but when it comes down to it, you  
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are looking for a certain machine with a side shift so it doesn’t have to be constantly repositioned when 
you’re digging and I believe you could not find any of those, you could find some other ones that were 
not what you were looking for.  I’ll support this. The backhoe that you’re getting rid of, I am just 
amazed that you’re getting that much money for it.  This unit also comes with another, newer breaker -
how old is the other breaker? 
 
Fred Vogt:  1994 
 
Alderman Buske: It’s been repaired many, many times and you can’t get parts for it anymore, but we 
will use that until it dies. 
 
Fred Vogt:  We will keep it as a backup 
 
Alderman Buske:  As a backup on one unit, so you can get two units out at the same time.  I think with 
what they are trading in and getting rid of, the machine is 23 years old where it has to be used constantly 
is different than me having a 23 year old machine.  I will support this.  We went across and had quite a 
few discussions on this and I think this is the way to go, rather than a used one with more problems.

Program 
 
Mayor Tom Rooney read the background on this Resolution. 
 
Alderman Larsen made a motion to adopt the Resolution; it has been moved and seconded to adopt the 
Resolution 
 
Alderman Judd:  You’ve got 7.8% of the Construction Cost, correct, roughly 
 
Fred Vogt:  For this project, correct 
 
Alderman Judd:  And then the next Resolution that we have, it will be about 6% of the Construction 
Cost estimate.  Why would it vary from one project being 8% and one project being 6%? 
 
Fred Vogt:  My understanding would be the nature of the inspection work, the hours that are required for 
the Street Program, because it is in various locations, is such that there’s more involved with it than New 
Wilke Road, which is the other pending Resolution that is in one location, the hours are calculated by 
the City Engineer based on their plan designs and if there is anything that Jason has to add to that, it 
really isn’t where we’re focusing on looking for a %, I’m just pointing it out the proposals as to what % 
is construction and are there for informational purposes 
 
Jason Souden:  Our proposals are based on the hours you need to spend, based on the amount of time it’s 
going to take the contractor to get the project done.  They’re not really tied to the construction costs.  
That is kind of used as a benchmark to see where we’re at.  If you get a really low construction price on  
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one project, the construction engineering fee may end up being a slightly higher %, so in this case we’re 
seeing prices at about at cost for the construction project which is good for the City and makes our % 
look a little higher in certain cases, so this could be a matter if you got a really good price for the Street 
Program, New Wilke is a little more expensive – it’s concrete, so our % is a little lower, but our 
proposals are based on amount of time and hours we anticipate we have to spend out in the field, not 
really % of construction costs.

Alderman Buske:  This has been a long time coming.  I would like to thank Fred Vogt and Staff for 
getting this split from Golf Road.  We probably wouldn’t have seen this for another couple of years.  
When are they supposed to start on this and what is the completion date? 
 
Fred Vogt:  We anticipate several weeks after the contract is awarded, if awarded tonight this would put 
this in late June and it has a very short schedule in terms of working days. 
 
Jason Souden:  We were very tight on the allowable working days on this one, we gave them 48 working 
days, which is Monday – Friday, when the weather is acceptable, so that’s about a little over 2 months;  
3 months from starting. 
 
Alderman Buske:  This is a concrete firm, is that road going into concrete? 
 
Jason Souden:  Yes 
 
Alderman Buske:  That’s going to be great.  Something that the residents should understand, this road is 
going to start out at Algonquin Road at Wilke, then go down just short of Portillo’s and that part of the 
road was not that bad, compared to the rest of it being the worst.  The very end part we can live with that 
until they do Golf Road, because there has to be turn lanes put in, that’s why we can’t become involved 
in that. 
 
Jason Souden:  Correct.  There’s right-of-way required for that piece that we don’t have yet. 
 
Alderman Buske:  The entire road will be completely taken out because in the bottom of that there was 
coal ash holding that together.  There wasn’t stone for base.

Mayor Tom Rooney read the background on this Resolution. 
 
Alderman Larsen made a motion to adopt the Resolution; it has been moved and seconded to adopt the 
Resolution  
 
Alderman Cannon:  With the extra $50,000 can we do anything else yet this year with any other roads?  
Is that enough money to do anything substantial? 
 
Fred Vogt:  If the contract, based on the construction performance, comes in at this cost, the difference, 
the $25,000, is used for the Engineering Services with MFT money, so we’ve already really committed 
to that at this point unless quantities come in much lower when we actually do the construction 
 
Alderman Larsen: You’ve lost me there.  I thought it was just said that if it came in at $50,000 under 
what you anticipated it to be, the other $25,000 would go toward engineering, where was the 
engineering money going to come from otherwise 
 
Fred Vogt:  We would have had to look at deferring one of the streets or lessening the project because 
attempting to stay within the budget, the MFT budget for the Street program and engineering is 
$500,000. It’s not unusual that we may exceed, in terms of the estimate when we go out for bids, hoping 
that the prices come in advantageous.  We really expected that this year, given the economy and the 
trending in the prices, so it’s not so much a savings as it is the ability that we had to stay within the 
budget. 
 
Alderman Larsen:  And we managed to do that.  That’s kind of the sense that I got.  There is no $50,000 
saved.   
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Fred Vogt:  Yes, and as Jason is reminding me, Kingfisher Lane as we got into the project and looked at 
the drainage and the pavement condition we did find that contrary to our preliminary estimate and 
evaluation last Fall, there is more extensive work there, so as part of that that was one of the reasons that 
the actual estimate that the engineer put in was higher than the $500,000 budgeted.  Again, if we 
exceeded that we would have had to look at some alternative treatments or cutting one of the lesser 
streets. 
 
Alderman Larsen:  So if there were any other areas in the 1st Ward or in the entrance to the Dawngate 
area, we probably don’t have the funds to do that 25’ that was brought to our attention last week 
 
Fred Vogt:  We wouldn’t anticipate doing that with the Street Program, again unless we find that during 
performing the construction on these streets that we are able to save some money.  Some of the areas 
that we do have such as Dawngate that will quite likely be done in-house by Public Works over the 
course of the year.  We have had several areas that are similar to that location that we’ll be doing in-
house. 
 
Alderman Larsen:  So we have the capability of actually doing a light resurfacing? 
 
Fred Vogt:  We call it a full depth patching.  A couple times a year we will either rent a grinder 
depending on the condition of the road to do more extensive larger areas with patching or in some cases 
if the base is deteriorated, we’ll do a full depth patch and excavate and put that street back.  Typically 
we do 20, 30, 40, 50 feet of area, sometimes longer, but again we have several of those typical locations 
like on Dawngate that we’ll be looking to do…it’s already in our schedule this year. 
 
Alderman Larsen: But ultimately to be determined on how things go with this other stuff.

Fred Vogt:  Contractually we’re allowed by the State MFT regulations to add to the contract up to 25%, 
but certainly we would come back to City Council if we found the need to do that.  I would prefer to 
award the contract as it is recommended for the $102,000 based on the quantities that we’ve identified in 
the work areas.  We can come back to Council later if we have the opportunity to look at other areas or 
if we get inquiries or complaints in other areas.  We do the Sidewalk programs on a four-year cycle so  
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we concentrate in one area then we will work outside that area if we’ve got residents or businesses that 
report hazards.  We can certainly look at that later in the year once we do the initial work.

These prices are good only through July 31st of this 
year, which is abnormal compared to other years when you could secure prices for the whole year.  
Whatever we utilize up to July 31st will be at these prices.  We’ll have it re-quoted and, if necessary, 
bring it back to Council for approval if it differs. 
 
Alderman Buske:  This is asphalt we pick up on our own trucks and bring right out to the job 
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Fred Vogt:  Yes 
 
Alderman Larsen:  Why the July 31st cutoff date? 
 
Fred Vogt:  I believe it’s the volatility of the markets on oil products.

It is all due to, or we find the pipe is pitted, and that’s caused by the acidic soil 
in the area

and everything under them? 
 
Fred Vogt:  Not the court itself.  The watermain is located in the parkway.  The proposed engineering 
design will confirm that the best place to put the replacement watermain is under the pavement a few 
feet into the curb, so we’ll be removing the pavement there and patching that when we’re done. In order 
to save trees, we have to leave the existing main in service until we can put the new one in service and 
then take it out 
 
Alderman Buske:  Once it’s done then the entire base will be put back the way it should be

The costs are being paid by the Federal Highway Administration (HBRRP – Highway 
Bridge Replacement and Rehabilitation Program) at 80% and by IDOT at 20%, per 
previously approved Letter of Intent to make this Jurisdictional Transfer from IDOT to 
the City upon completion. This action will bring to completion a lengthy process dating 
back over ten (10) years in regard to bridge maintenance responsibility.

Background: At the May 10th City Council Meeting, during “Staff Reports”, City Manager 
Krumstok presented to the Council reorganization plan for the Police Department.  This plan is 
based upon numerous recent and expected retirements.  Staff has reviewed the structure and the 
attached new organizational chart depicts the new City plan for this Department.  During Staff 
deliberations, a few surveys have been conducted of surrounding communities (e.g. pay & 
supervision) and the new organizational structure does support the officer to population findings. 

 
This plan has the goal of maintaining the City’s agreement with the Police Union, 

commitment to the community for police services (this does not diminish services), resolves 
certain financial (cost savings are long-term and short-term) & administrative needs, allows for 
some career development, and helps in overall supervision (risk management & liability) for the 
Department.   
 

The staffing plan for Fiscal Year 2011, adopted with the budget (by Resolution 10-R-126 
on December 14, 2010) will be amended to add one Deputy Chief, eliminate one Commander 
position, and eliminate two Sergeant positions by August 1, 2011 to the Police Department 
ranks. 
 
 The FY 2011 budget decreases by $102,123.

The Police Department was asked to provide the City Council with a staff report on the potential use of the City-owned 
motorcycles as a viable patrol vehicle.  The origin of the discussion was based on an inquiry from Alderman D’Astice regarding 
the potential use of the motorcycles to defray fuel costs.  The 2011 budget process resulted in the police motorcycle program 
being shelved and further direction provided to staff was to sell the motorcycles.  The officers involved in the program were 
assigned to other duties and their equipment was put aside.  Their skills have begun to deteriorate but their commitment to the 
program has not.  As the motorcycles sit in the police garage and the officers walk by them on a daily basis, the questions remain, 
“why aren’t we using them?”  The loss of this program was a blow to the morale of those officers who have taken pride in serving 
this community through this program.  Those motor officers hand washed the motorcycles, changed to oil and waxed them for the 
parades.  
 
Historically, police motorcycle’s primary duty is traffic safety enforcement.  The motor officers are scheduled to work during daylight 
hours and target enforcement on the residential streets, high visibility patrols in parks, and directed assignments as citizen complaints 
are taken by a traffic unit.  The safety record of the Rolling Meadows Police motor unit is excellent and they are required to maintain 
current certification.  The Department currently has six certified motor officers and one licensed instructor.  Since the demise of the 
motor unit, three of the officers have been reassigned, and one officer is scheduled to retire.  Interest from officers seeking career 
enrichment continues and two other non-certified officers have expressed interested to become certified.  One officer has 
volunteered to buy his own gear.  
 
Rolling Meadows police officers assigned to motorcycle patrols are normally directed to specified assignments usually related to 
neighborhood speed enforcement.  Motorcycles can be parked on sidewalks, at the bottom of driveways and concealed in areas 
where a marked squad cannot easily run radar speed enforcement.  Those officers have expectations that they can and will write a 
higher number of citations than officers who have routine patrol call assignments.  Other assignments include park patrols on bike 
paths, parades, funeral processions and outside agency mutual aid support.  The motorcycles have been used to afford returning 
veterans a dignified and safe procession through this community on many occasions. 
 
In response to the question of fuel savings, the motorcycles are rated from 45 -50 mpg, in contrast to the Ford Crown Victoria that 
averages 12-14mpg.  The average fuel savings based on weekly shift usage would range from $300 -$360 a week using the 
motorcycle vs. the squad.  That is based on six shifts a week, parking a line squad, and using a motorcycle for patrol and speed 
enforcement.  The variables in the formula are weather, work schedules and maintenance issues, if any.  
 
The issues of certified motor officers availability would be evaluated against other priorities and enforcement activities already in 
process.  End of the school year safety programs are in full swing and anti-gang recruitment activities are key to mitigating summer 
crime spikes.  We have a small window of time to use the department’s licensed instructor to train at least one officer before he 
retires.  The equipment for that officer is mitigated by the fact that the officers are of similar stature and size.  Reassignment of other 

 

 
 

  



 

motor officers is a possibility and would be evaluated as this decision is made. The Department has an IDOT authorized STEP grant 
that provides an opportunity to use the motorcycle to conduct seatbelt enforcement campaigns, but was discounted when the 
motorcycle program was discontinued.  I will revisit this option with the IDOT grant providers if the program is reinstated. 
 
   
Program Outline 
  
It shall be the policy of the Rolling Meadows Police Department to establish guidelines for the use, operation and deployment of 
the police motorcycle in order to provide a high visibility crime deterrent and traffic safety enforcement device; increase response 
capabilities to in-progress emergency situations; actively participate in community oriented events; enhance the patrol unit's ability 
to patrol areas not readily accessible to conventional patrol vehicles, and to participate in interdepartmental functions with the 
approval of the Chief of Police. 
 
Program Operations 
 
The purpose of these operational guidelines is to establish organized, uniform operating procedures for the police motorcycle. 
 
PROCEDURE: 
 
I. PERSONNEL
 A. Department motorcycles shall only be operated by designated personnel who have been properly licensed and trained 

by Department approved courses and have been employed as a police officer for 2 years.  An approved Police 
motorcycle program as identified by the Chief of Police shall provide this training. 

 
 B. Personnel shall be selected for motorcycle assignment based upon criteria set forth by the Chief of Police and/or his 

designee.  All officers shall have an Illinois (SOS) driver’s license classification / endorsement – Motorcycle authorized. 
 
II. DUTIES
 A. The responsibilities of the Motor Officer may include, but are not limited to: 
 1.     Directed Patrol beat assignments (1st & 2nd Shift only).  
 2.     Providing special or directed patrol functions as assigned by the shift supervisor.   
 3.     Providing regular and routine patrol of Park District property, bicycle paths and city property. 
 4.     Provide citywide parking enforcement, neighborhood patrols and respond to emergency calls for service. 
 5.     Pedestrian control, at parades and special events (Race Track events on city roadways). 
 6.     Oversized or hazardous loads traveling upon the roadways within the city – permit enforcement. 
 6.     Participating in special events, e.g., parades, festivals and funeral escorts, dignitary escorts. 
 
  
III. OPERATIONAL RESTRICTIONS
 A. Motor Officers shall wear the uniform of the day when operating a motorcycle.  The following additional equipment shall 

also be worn: 
 1.     D.O.T. approved helmet 
 2.     Department issued riding britches 
 3.     Department issued riding boot or over-the-ankle leather boots
 
 B.     When operating a motorcycle, the following optional equipment may be worn:

1. Black leather full-finger or half-finger gloves. 
2. Leather squad jacket. 
3. Motorcycle rain suit or reflective vest. 

   
 C. Motorcycles shall not be operated when weather or road conditions would impair its safe operation, for example, high 

wind, rain, and snow or ice conditions.  Passengers are not permitted on the motorcycles at any time. 
 
 D. The motorcycles are subject to inspection as any other police vehicle.  The motor officer is responsible for maintaining 

the motorcycle in a clean and mechanically sound condition.  The officer will ensure that scheduled maintenance is 
completed as directed. 

 
 E. Non-routine operation shall be authorized by the patrol supervisor and be limited to: 
 1.     Maintenance 
 2.     Training 
 3.     Any other purpose so deemed necessary by the Chief of Police or their designee.   
 

 

 

 
 

  



 
IV.          SCHEDULING 
        A.     As motor officer schedules permit and weather conditions are conducive for motorcycle deployment       
  Officer(s) shall be assigned between March 1st. and November 1st.  
        B.     The traffic sergeant shall assign motor officers to specified traffic enforcement posts as designated by 
                 The dayshift commander no less than (3) shifts cycles in a calendar week. 
        C.     Shift commanders are to assign the motor officers to attend neighborhood street “block parties” to  
                 Verify permits, review locations of barricades for safety and as a part of the department’s community   
   Policing program.  
 
V. MOTOR VEHICLE PURSUITS

A. Motor Officers shall not participate in motor vehicle pursuits. 
 
 
Special Purpose Vehicles 
 
For the purpose of this section, a special purpose vehicle is defined as a Department vehicle used because of 
considerations of weather, terrain, or the need for inconspicuous appearance, quietness, storage requirements, 
special operations needs, etc.  The Rolling Meadows Police Department utilizes the following special purpose 
vehicles:  
 
Passenger pursuit rated squad car, 
K-9 Vehicle, 
Stray Animal Recovery Vehicle, 
Emergency Response Community Service Vehicle, 
Police Motorcycles, 
Police Bicycles, 
Mobile Command Vehicle, and 
Investigation unmarked vehicles. 
 
Currently the motorcycles are in storage.  If approved for use, the motorcycle (s) will need police markings, lighting, 
and inspection for patrol use.  The estimate for the process is less than $500.00 for both motorcycles.  
 
My recommendation is to activate one (1) of the two motorcycles due to the Department’s current staffing 
circumstances.  It is also my opinion that the Police Department can effectively utilize one (1) of the motorcycles.  
My evaluation is that we will be overextending the resources of the Department by committing to using both 
motorcycles. 
 
The timeline is to be as follows: 
 
Retrofitting and inspection – 1 week 
Orientation and scheduling   - 1 week 
Redeployment to the street – on or about June 1st. 
 
As the motorcycle program is deployed, an on-going assessment report including the schedule, number of directed 
assignments and other uses of the motorcycles that week will be outlined as a part of the weekly report to the City 
Manager who then forwards it to the Council.

Re:  April 2011 Unaudited Financial Report and Statement of Cash  
 
Enclosed with this memo are the unaudited income and cash statements for April 2011.  As with 
all monthly financial statements, these are cash-based statements and are presented as unaudited.   
 
The Finance Department continues to finalize the City’s 2010 financial audit.  Once that is 
completed, actual beginning fund balance data will be added and a projection column will be 
presented for the 2011 data.  Brief comments will primarily focus on the General Fund for this 
memo.   
 
April Summary in Brief: 
 

 At April 30, 2011, some trends are emerging.  However at mid-year we will have a better 
on where this fiscal year is headed.  In next month’s report, we will have the 2010 
audited financial fund balances available and five months of actual data.  April represents 
33% of the fiscal year and General Fund revenues are at 45.1%.  The 1st installment of 
the 2010 tax levy began to flow in. 

 
 The 1st installment of the 2010 property tax levy came in at 55.9% for the fiscal year.  If 

we reduce this to just 33%, General Fund revenues would be at 37.6% - still on target for 
the year.  The City is on target, in part, to business license revenues due in the 1st part of 
the year, and some one-time revenue items such as adjudication fines (Woodfield 
Crossing), building permits (Chase Bank) and WOW Cable Right-of-Way Permits 
($38,435 as of April 30th).   

 
 The City has received six months of income tax payments in 2011 and is still three 

months in arrears of $616,000.  As indicated in previous financial notes, Income Tax is in 
arrears by three months or more depending on the month.   

 
 April General Fund expenditures are at 33.5% and are just at the monthly target of 33%.  

It is imperative that the City’s expenditures continue to remain below the target to allow 
some flexibility if changes occur to the local distributive fund or state revenues. 

 
 In April, the City repaid the Tax Anticipation Note of $1.5 million dollars with $7,691.66 

in interest costs to First Merit Bank.   
 

April 2011 (Unaudited) Financials Memo   



 The cash statement was updated to reflect total cash available to the City.  The three 
funds below the “total cash available to the city” are the Escrow Fund, Foreign Fire 
Insurance and the Federal Seizure Fund and cash in those funds are not available to the 
City.  The City’s cash position at April 30, 2011 shows $6,902,187 available to pay 
salaries and expenses.   

 
 If we review strictly the billable services in the Utilities Fund for water, sewer, and 

stormwater, revenues come in at 30% - just below target.  Typically, as noted before, we 
will see higher revenues during the summer months when water usage is higher.
